Mike Per-
rine, library director, announced that on
Saturday, December 12,2009, at 10AM,
Twinkles the Clown, paid for by Friends
of the Library, and Santa Claus, will be
at the library.

Recess for speakers: Bonnie Daniels
and Susan Thomas, representing Brevard
County Rolling Readers Space Coast
Children’s Program, spoke on volunteer-
ing to read to children at local schools.
There are 35 schools in the program
whichisavailable at Title 1 schools. The
program involves 30 minutes of reading
to children. Available also is the reading
intervention program, which is special

for children that do not learn as well in
the classroom. The program is based on
improving F-CATS in the schools. They
offer free Training programs. This vol-
unteer program is available for full-time
residents, as well as “snow birds.” Any
volunteer can take vacation time. Also
available is the program of tutor mentor-
ing which is one-on-one with 2™ grade
children struggling toread.

Trustee Chuck Mershon gave out a
handout and spoke on the Committee to
investigate incorporating Barefoot Bay
into a city or town. The committee has
many subcommittees in which a volun-
teer can work. It is a very preliminary
study and the next meeting is January
21,2010, at the lounge, 9:30 AM. There
are eleven members so far. Assessment
fees and taxes will not go up at this time,
should we incorporate. There will be no
raise in fees by incorporating. One million
tax dollars a year goes to unincorporated
regions of which BFB getsno benefit. All
the information that is discovered will
be given out to the residents. All police
protection and fire will be done by the
county. This is a different approach than
previously reviewed in 1996. One quick
benefit — we will not be at the bottom
of the list of any federal or state grants.
Towns get benefits of grant money that
recreational districts do not get. Home-
owners will vote on this. The Board of
Trustees will review results of study and
make a recommendation to the county
and ask the county to pay for a feasibility
study. We will not be required to spend

(lanuarius), the god of the doorway,
the name has its beginnings in Roman
mythology, coming from the Latin
word for door (ianua) - January is
the door to the year. Traditionally, the
original Roman calendar consisted
of 10 months, totalling 304 days,
winter being considered a monthless
period. Around 713 BCE, the semi-
mythical successor of Romulus, King
Numa Pompilius, is supposed to
have added the months of January
and February, allowing the calendar
to equal a standard lunar year
(355 days). Although March was
originally the first month in the old
Roman Calendar, January became
the first month of the calendar year
either under Numa or under the
Decemvirs about 450 BCE (Roman
writers differ). In contrast, years in
dates were identified by naming two
consuls, who entered office on May 1
and March 15 before 153 BCE when
they began to enter office on January 1.

Various Christian feast dates were
used for the New Year in Europe
during the Middle Ages, including
March 25 and December 25.
However, medieval calendars were
still displayed in the Roman fashion
of twelve columns from January to
December. Beginning in the sixteenth
century, European countries began
officially making January 1 the
start of the New Year once again
— sometimes called Circumcision
Style because this was the date of the
Feast of the Circumcision, being the
eighth day from December 235.

Historical names for January include
its original Roman designation,
lanuarius, the Saxon term Wulf-
monath  (meaning wolf month)
and  Charlemagnes  designation
Wintarmanoth (winter/cold month).
