NEW BUSINESS 
Balloting results. Pat Clark was 

on the committee and helped with the 
counting of the ballots today from 10 
AM to 6 PM in Building A. No changes 
to the Deed of Restrictions were made. 
The results will be in the April Tattler. 
Pat thanked everyone who sent in their 
ballots. One of the members of the audi-
ence said the ballot was badly worded 
and a lot of people did not understand 
the wording. Pat asked her to go to the 
District Meetings and voice her concerns. 
The next meeting is this Friday from 1  
– 3 PM. 

Updating of badges. Homeowners 
should update their badges at the Cus-
tomer Service Building by April 1, 2010. 
(After checking with the Customer Ser-
vice Dept., it was noted that  badges will 
not be updated until after April 15, 2010, 
in order that BFB can substantiate which 
residents are in good standing regarding 
their taxes and assessments.)

Good of the organization. Nancy 
Eisele said that in the spring we usually 
have a program to recycle electronics and 
paints, etc. Did anyone know if this is 
going to happen this year?

Insurance Committee. Wilma 
Weglein and Marge White spoke on 
the insurance committee. We have 150 
responses regarding the Tattler article. 
The next survey will ask residents to 
give the year of their homes. There 
are private insurance companies that 
will provide home insurance; however, 
they only take 25% of their total clients 
with manufactured homes. (Mr. Reddy 
called one of these insurance companies, 
American Modern, after the meeting and 
they said they only insure houses built 
after 2000 and they have to be built by 
Palm Harbor). 

One of the members of the insurance 

committee contacted the Federation of 
Manufactured Homes and they sent their 
magazine and they are sending a lobbyist 
that is going to Tallahassee to lobby for 
them. There is a petition that is going 
around which the committee will make 
available in Barefoot Bay and all of 
Micco, as well as the people in Holiday 
Park and any other interested areas. We 
are asking for the repeal or change of 
the current law that limits coverage by 
Citizens Property Insurance Corporation 
on mobile or manufactured homes built 
before 1994 to actual cash value rather 
than replacement value. Our premiums 
keep going up and our coverage goes 
down. People will be available outside 
of Building A and various other places 
with petitions to sign. These will be sent 
to Tallahassee. 

Jack Reddy mentioned that there 
was an insurance committee meeting 
today, just prior to the HOA general 
meeting, and the committee is redraft-
ing our objectives and adding a fourth 
objective to change the status of BFB 
houses to permanent structures, rather 
than mobile structures.  Our contacts with 
Rep. Poppell and Senator Haridopolis 
have not given us good results. Senator 
Bennet has introduced a bill to ensure that 
Citizen’s Insurance is financially sound, 
which will keep the 10% price increase 
in effect for 2010 and 2011. This is not 
good news for BFB residents. That is just 
one more reason for the rate to increase 
this year and in 2011. 

Mr. Reddy recommended the Hom-
eowners Association join the Federation 
of Manufactured Homes. Mr. Reddy said 
we must pursue this on our own because 
the legislature is not going to help unless 
we keep the pressure up.

 Wilma Weglein said that we must 
keep pushing the petitions in order to get 
a good response from the legislature.

 Pat Clark said she has been speaking 
with Rep. Poppel and he is willing to 
come down and answer some questions. 
Senator Haridopolis’ aide said that his

They were 
very courteous; however, we still have 
our 10% increases. 

A homeowner spoke on some of the 
homes in BFB, which are looking very 

seedy and run down.  Trustee Louise 
Crouse asked if the lady had spoken 
with Code Enforcement concerning 
any code violations. Louise offered to 
help the lady after the meeting with any 
questions she may have.

Marge White said she would like 
to have our homes become listed as 
manufactured immovable structures, 
rather than under the jurisdiction of 
“mobile/trailer” homes. She does not 
feel this is fair. We should be insured as 
a stable home, rather than a trailer. 

Pat Clark said our house comes in on 
wheels, but the wheels come off and it 
becomes permanent. 

Pat said thank you to the hospital-
ity girls and Barbara Gee, the Sharing 
person.

Sue Reddy made a motion for ad-
journment, seconded by Sandy Meyer.
