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Minutes of HOA General Meeting, April 13, 2010

The meeting was called to order by
Pat Clark at 7:05 PM.

The President called for a moment
of silence.

The audience and board said the
Pledge of Allegiance.

Sergeant-at-Arms Terry Maguire
gave a count of attending homeowners
at 56.

The meeting was recessed for speak-
ers and a presentation.

Pat Clark presented Lyn Hersey ofthe
Community Fund of BFB with a check
for $200.00 from the HOA card party.
The Community Fund aids residents of
Barefoot Bay on a one-time basis. Lynn
thanked the HOA for all its help.

Ron Voll, water/waste manager, and
Jim Helmer, support services manager,
of the BFB Water Company answered
questions about the company and its
water supply. Hydrants are not only for
flushing the lines, but designed for fire
fighting and are adequate for extinguish-
ing house fires. Brevard County owns
the water company since approximately
1999. Residents have to use the water
plant we have because it will cost 25
million dollars to replace the plant. The
plant produces 500,000 gallons aday and
during busy times 650,000 gallons. There
is no short-range plan to rebuild the fa-
cilities. The only problem they have with
state standards is the color of the water;
however, there is no problem with the
quality of the water due to the color. The
Brevard County water company mustbe
operated as a separate business and does
not use county tax money.

The next speaker was Chief Mark
Lighthill, operations chief, and Bob
Percy, Brevard County Fire Dept. Chief
Lighthill said the fire hydrants belong

to the Water Company. The hydrants are
adequate for fire depression. The new
water tanker engine carries 3,000 gallons
of water. If there is a fire within 1,000 to
1,200 feet within the range of a hydrant
we do not need the water tanker. We
need 1,000 gallons a minute to take care
of a fire. The type of equipment used
by the fire company is dictated by the
kind of call you make to 911. If on blue
side (less serious), only fire engine; if
on red side (more serious), engine and
rescue. Advanced life Support (ALS) is
on the engine and ambulance. If you
are conscious you can choose your own
hospital, unless you have astroke, serious
heart attack, etc., and they take you to a
specialty hospital.

Our next planned speaker, Jim
Newman, from the Federation of Manu-
factured Homes, did not arrive. We will
invite him again.

The business meeting then re-
sumed.

Wilma Weglein made a motion to ac-
cept the minutes and seconded by Lillian
Richards. Nancy Eisele noted there was
a correction on Page 4 of the Newslet-
ter: The insurance commissioner was Bill
Nelsonandnot Senator Haridopolos. The
minutes were unanimously approved as
corrected.
